Gwyn Owen together with FIDIC and ECV are staging a number of FIDIC workshops
throughout Europe, primarily targeted at new and potential users of the FIDIC '99
suite of contract documents in relation to major infrastructure and civil engineering
works. To date workshops have been held in London, Brussels and in numerous
Eastern European countries. The courses attract both Employers and Contractors as
well as engineering consultancies.

In October 2003 Gwyn Owen together with Richard Kell, FIDIC president, presented
a 2 day workshop in Seoul, Korea under the sponsorship of FIDIC, KENCA (Korea
Engineering & Consulting Association) and the newspaper Korea Economic Daily
(Korea’s version of the Financial Times) relating to the mission statement of FIDIC
and the practical use of the 1999 suite of contract documents.

The workshop was officially opened by the Korean Government’s Vice Minister of
Science and Technology Mr Oh-Kab Kwon. The workshop opening was attended by
some 400 delegates of whom some 150 attended the duration of the 2 days. The
workshop was presented in the English language with simultaneous translation into
Korean for the benefit of local delegates. Visiting delegates to the workshop came
from Albania, Vietham and Indonesia, as well as from Korea.
